Opening Of Cool Springs Park Set for Saturday

baseball/softball fields and a concession/restroom building. The park property was donated to Hall
County in 2003 by Cool Springs, LLC. The total construction cost for the fields was roughly $1.8 million
dollars and was funded by SPLOST dollars and impact fees.
